With few leaves 

it is easy to appreciate 

the spectacular view of 

the 300 foot deep Clear 

Fork Gorge.  Park next 

to the covered bridge 

and take the 1 or 2 

miles trail along the 

River to Lyon Falls or 

Pleasant Hill Dam.  If 

the Park roads are 

closed, park near the 

campground entrance 

on SR 3 and follow the 

river trail to the Covered 

Bridge.   

   Mohican State Park & Forest 

also offers 24.5 of mountain 

biking trails and bring your 

horse to ride the 9 miles of 

bridle trails.  The Park also 

permits cross country skiing  

and snowmobiling.   

   Nearby Malabar Farm State 

Park offers hiking and bridle
